April showers...bring May flowers.

We know this rhyme, this song. We look forward to the rain of this time, and the blooming flowers that are coming. It
brings us joy. Much like Easter.

I am not sure if it is just coincidence, God’s sense of humor, or divine planning — but Spring and Easter just go together. 1
know the Jewish Passover celebration is during this time, in the month of Nisan or April, and Jesus was hung on the cross
during Passover. And our Easter Sunday is celebrated based on the lunar calendar — always the first Sunday, after the first
full moon, after March 21* (there will be a test later). Easter will be between March 22 and April 25, because of the nature
of the moon cycles. But regardless, Easter is celebrated at the same time as Spring, the season cycle around us. And Easter
and spring reflect the same themes.

You can make the connection as easily as | can.

Easter and spring time are about renewal. Snow melting, and hopefully not coming back for 7-8 months. Jesus rising on
Easter Sunday. Buds appearing and grass growing. New creation from an empty tomb. Starting seeds and watching the
sprouts grow in our home. We are excited to sing the alleluias of Easter. Spring is about new life, after the dead of winter.
Easter is light after the darkness of Lent. Birds come back. Jesus comes back. We see our neighbors again, no longer
bundled up running from the car to the door. We are freed by the resurrection. We feel the sunshine. We feel the rays of the
Son. Spring rejuvenates us. Easter restores us.

This is the time we look forward to each year. Not only because Easter is the highlight, highpoint of the calendar, but it is a
reminder that we are given new life, just like our plants and flowers every spring. When we feel dead inside, we know God
creates something new, exciting, wonderful.

Max Lucado is a popular Christian author and the library wants to highlight one of the books he has written titled "THE
GIFT FOR ALL Thoughts on God's great grace". The chapters are short and written in sections titled "The Gift of a
Savior, Ransom for Sinners, Bounteous Grace, and The Choice". One of the chapters in the Ransom for Sinners is titled "At
Any Cost" and it reads

turned his back. He could have walked away from the wretched mess the became, but he didn't. God didn't give up.

Other Gospels

This is a continuation of the information learned from the diakonia E program whyearh is a
exploration of the bible and a personal faith journey. In addition to the Gospels of Mark, Matthew,

Luke, and John, there were many other documents written which were not placed in the New

Testament . These documents each had a distinctive pt
theological significance.

Examples of other gospels include  Secret Mark and the Gospel of Peter which explore the mysteries

of Jesusds private speechelsfaneyGdspehdf James e preserveslegendaryn . T
materi al about Je s ulefdhsy Gbspetndf Thgmas arnedc otrhdes | egends about
childhood.

The Infancy Gospel of J ames

This gospel was probably written about 145 AD. It s
parents and family, covering events occurring up to and including his birth. Based partly on the

infancy accounts in Matthew and Luke and partly on oral tra dition, this gospel may include a few

historical facts. The story focuses on the personal history of Mary. It is the oldest source to assert

the virginity of Mar vy prior to, during, and after the birth of Jesus. Although never officially admitted to

the New Testament canon, the book has exerted much influence in shaping orthodox belief in some
Christian groups.

The Gospel According to Thomas
In December, 1945,t he Gospel According to Thomas  was discovered by Mohammed Ali, an
Egyptian farmer who was digging for fertilizer near the village of Nag Hammadi, Egypt. Itis the only

work to survive complete. The author is unknown, and scholars theorize that the gospel w as written

between the years 50 and 100 CE orinthe 2 " century. After the complete text was found, scholars

realized that three different Greek text fragments previously found in Egypt were part of the Gospel

of Thomas.

This gospel is very different f r om ot her gospel s because is not a nar |
contains no miracles. There are 114 sayings which are often stand -alone or embedded in short

dialogues or parables. There are three reasons that this gospel is important. First, some scholars

believe that it is one of the most important texts in understanding early Christianity outside the New
Testament. Secondly, scholars working on the Q document (a collection of teachings used by the
gospels of Matthew and Luke which was never fou nd), the Gospel of Thomas is an indication that
early Christians wrote collections of sayings of Jesus, thus strengthening the Q hypothesis. Third,

many sayings overlap with the books of Hebrews, Q, Mark, Matthew, Luke, John, and Paul.

Consequently, scho lars feel such sayings represent multiple proofs that they came from a historical
Jesus rather than sayings that were found only once.

The Gospel of Peter

This gospel is a narration that offers a briefhisgl i mp:
tomb. The gospel was found in 1886, by the French archaeologist,  Urbain Bouriant , in the modern

city of Akhmim , Egypt. The 8th- or 9th -century manuscript had been respectfully buried with an

Egyptian monk. Scholars generally agree that  the historical Peter did not write the gospel attributed

to him, and that it was written in the second half of the 2 nd cent ury. The document is incomplete,

beginning and ending in mid  -sentence. The narrative abruptly ends with Peter fishing at the Sea of

Galilee, apparently about to withess an appearance of the risen Lord. The gospel is similar to

Matt hewds gospepedtns mainryclaudi ng the story of Pil at eos
Jesusds grave. However, it contains even more pheno

Schol ars are sharply divided about the docAmagonfocdss i m
of the surviving fragm ent is the passion narrative, which is notable for assigning responsibility for

the crucifixion of Jesus to Herod Antipas rather than to Pontius Pilate . Most importa ntly, the

Resurrection and Ascension, which are described in detail, occur on the same day rather than as

separate events.

The proliferation of Gospels during the first centuries CE suggests that the early church did not settle

on a single view of Jesu s. Scholars believe that the contrasting descriptions of Jesus in different

Gospels represent their respective authorsd attempts
Jesusds theol ogical significance. Manyofdesueaslaar s al s
reflection of power struggles between the different groups that produced them.

After learning that there were other gospels written about the life of Jesus, | was encouraged to learn
that the Bible is only one source of information among ma ny sources. Researching other sources
gives me additional ways to look at my faith. It also reassures me that being imperfect and sinful

was a motivation for so many authors to record the life of Jesus. The result is additional hope and a
deeperunderst andi ng of Godds | ove and grace.
