The Journey begins...

The Seder Meal is not Christian, but it is the meal where Holy Communion originates. However, we are not
celebrating communion. We are not celebrating Seder, either; we are not pretending to be Jewish.

We are imagining the experience that Jesus and the disciples may have gone through 2000 years ago.
The feeling and emotion the disciples experienced when Jesus shared the Last Supper.

Jesus did not intend to institute Holy Communion, when he said these words at the Passover meal. We (the
Church) have given meaning to this specific event, we have made his words the “words of institution.” We have
taken Passover and connected it to the story of salvation in Jesus Christ. Remember, Jesus wasn’t starting
Christianity. We are simply remembering the event. Remember, we are the Gentiles that have been brought into
the Jewish story of salvation, life, forgiveness, and redemption.

It would be better off to be invited to a Jewish Passover,
and celebrate in it with our brothers and sisters, rather than try to recreate it ourselves.
Until we have that opportunity, you are invited to come, experience the story through this Seder Meal.

Note: So all families are prepared, the ‘meal’ is a very small tasting, not a full dinner.

It’s Friday...but we know that Sunday is coming.
Experience the death of Jesus in a different way, as we listen, watch, and feel the crucifixion.
We will explore the different stations of the cross, and actively participate in the final moments of Jesus’ life.

From Pastor’s Rick’s Desk

We talk a lot about money in the church. Sometimes more than some care to hear! As all of you are aware, the money helps
the church operate, but we also get to share our gifts with our community and world. We get to help change lives by the
offering that goes into the plate. But not all our talk about money is asking for more. Sometimes we need to talk about
money, sharing our faith stories of generosity.

Did you know there is a huge part of our church family that watches the plate go by — without ever putting anything in it?
What are we going to do with them?! We are going to tell their story.

“Dear Simply Giving (Electronic Giving) families,

Thank you. You may not realize the impact that you make on the congregation and community through your offering and
gifts. We all participate in Simply Giving for different reasons, but your faithfulness and consistency through Simply
Giving is deeply felt. Because of you, the congregation is able to do amazing work.

Our family uses that opportunity to encourage Anya about the Kid’s Offering Bucket, and place a blue “Simply Giving”
card in the plate, as a reminder for us of the gifts we have given. You are welcome to do that as well. Regardless if you do
anything in addition to Simply Giving, you and your family are appreciated. That is most important. And if anyone asks
“Why do you do simply giving?”, please share your story!

I hope that encouraged by this note, and that you feel Simply Giving is worthwhile and important for you and your family.”

HISTORICAL NOTE

After a training session to see the various places where historic items are stored, the logic of how they are organized, and
what needs to be done on an ongoing basis, Debbie Waelti, Eleanor Brinsko, and Bob Sherman agreed to serve with me on
the History Committee during 2017. We will continue with the ongoing project of determining what to save in the Archives
of Bristol Lutheran Church. The assistance of all three is welcome and appreciated.

One of the items in the historic fiiles is a spiral notebook with the minutes of the first meeting of Bristol Lutheran Cemetery
Association. It took place January 10, 1949. Alfred Reinen was elected Chairperson. Other officers of the organization were
Hans Nordness, Chris Strand, and Stanley Moe. All members of the congregation were considered members also of the
Cemetery Association. At the time, the Association made markers for each lot. The 1949 income was noted as $10 in March
and $25 in June. Since no official record of Bristol Lutheran Cemetery Association was found in either county or state
records, Bristol Lutheran Congregation in 2013 voted to make the Cemetery a Congregational Committee responsible to
report to Congregational Meetings.

A question recently asked involved the price of cemetery plots in 1993. It was interesting to find in BLC archives that
members paid only $125 and non-members paid $400 in 1993 for a plot.
